Tuesday,March 17th, 4:30 - 5:30 (preschool - first grade)
Tuesday, March 24th, 4:30 - 5:30 (second - fourth grade)

Each Sunday we hear the words “The gifts of God, for the 
people of God.”  We easily and naturally join the circle and 
share the gifts of the bread and the cup.  And our children 
share these gifts too, as we believe the gifts belong to 
everyone. During this season of Lent, we would like the 
children to have an opportunity to learn more about this 
sacred ritual.  Our Vicar, Bill Harper will spend an hour 
talking with your children about the bread and the wine, 
about the Last Supper, about joining the circle and sharing 
the gift we are all offered each Sunday.  There’ll be an 
opportunity for the children to ask questions and to share 
the gifts that connect us so intimately with each other and 
with Jesus.

And while the children enjoy time in the Sanctuary with the 
Vicar, plan to stay and enjoy a tea time just for the parents.  
Tea sandwiches, fruit and a sweet or two will be available 

in Walker Hall as you take time to visit with one another.  
Parents will rejoin their children in the Sanctuary for the last

We love the Christmas story, especially for children.  What could be more beautiful than the story of an innocent, 
vulnerable baby, born to teach us all, to connect us all to God?

We will be rejoicing in the 
season of spring, the season of hope and renewal.  And we will be sharing their excitement as thoughts begin to turn to that best of all 
seasons – summer.  It is hard to believe, but our last day of Godly Play for the school year will be Sunday, May 17th.  We are so grateful 
for the many wonderful volunteers who have been a part of Godly Play this year.  Be sure to come on Sunday, June 7th as we celebrate 
the gift of these dedicated people.  This summer, the children will continue to worship with their families on the first Sunday of each 
month.

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One Day of Grace

Saturday, April 25th, 8:30am-7:00pm

For one day in April the women of Grace will come together 
to eat, to talk, to relax, to create. The day will begin with 
conversation and continental breakfast at 8:30am, time 
to connect and time to wake up. At 9:30, two workshops 
will be available. Pam Wachtler-Fermanis will have all the 
supplies available to try your hand at painting in a gentle, 
affirming and quiet environment. She’ll also have a handout 
on the basics of color, how to create a thumbnail sketch and 
composition. Pam welcomes everyone, including those with 
some experience and those who find drawing a stick figure 
challenging. This workshop will be more about the process 
of creating through simple brush strokes and color than the 
final product. The second workshop will be led by Colleen 
Rain Austin. She will introduce us to ikebana, a disciplined 
art form in which nature and humanity are brought 
together in flower arrangements. Unlike the typical floral 
arrangements we usually see, ikebana uses other areas of the 
plant, such as its stems and leaves, and emphasizes shape, 
line and form. An additional emphasis in ikebana is that all 
the elements used in construction must be organic, such 
as branches, leaves, grasses, or flowers. The artist brings 
meaning to the arrangement through color combinations, 
natural shapes, and graceful lines.

At noon, we will take a break from creating, to relax over 
a bowl of hearty soup and some rustic bread. There will 
also be time for quiet prayer, reading or meditation in the 
sanctuary or out on the grounds. At 1:30 we come back 
together to continue with the workshop of the morning or to 
try the other one. At 4:00, we will gather together outside, 
as Kathie McCarthy leads us in a prayer walk throughout our 
beautiful property. After our time of quiet, we come back to 
warmth, fellowship and a delicious meal prepared by Petra 
Velie. Our day ends in the Sanctuary with a candlelit service. 
Cost for the day is $50 and includes all meals and supplies.
